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CIVIL AIRCRAFT LANDING PERMITS


	





AFI 10-1001, 1 September 1995, is supplemented as follows:

2.2.4.	Civil aircraft operators will obtain approval to land at Edwards AFB 24 hours prior to intended landing time by calling Base Operations, 412 OSS/OSAM, 277-3571, 277-2222, or 277-4185. Civil aircraft operators will also receive an airspace briefing prior to operating in Restricted Area R-2515. Base Operations dispatch personnel will request a fax number to send the Airspace Briefing. After receipt/understanding of Airspace Briefing, civil aircraft operator will again call Base Operations and the dispatcher on duty will provide PPR numbers.





2.2.8.	FAA or military flight plans must be filed with the appropriate Air Route Traffic Control Center (ARTCC), Flight Service Stations (FSS), or Base Operations flight facility before operating VFR or IFR within the Edwards AFB Complex (R-2515). File the flight plan with Edwards AFB Base Operations, 412 OSS/OSAM, prior to departing. Entry and departure procedures will be flown as specified in the IFR Enroute Supplement (FLIP).





2.4.2.	The AFFTC Commander, or a designated representative, is the approving authority for all requests for civil aircraft landing permits for use at Edwards AFB.


5.	Address applications for civil aircraft landing permits (for Edwards AFB only) to:  412 OSS/OSAM, 235 S. Flightline Rd, Edwards AFB CA 93524-6460. For information, users may call (805) 277-4071 or (805) 277-3808; DSN 527-4071 or DSN 527-3808. The airfield manager will disseminate the necessary forms and instructional material to all prospective users. For civil aircraft that regularly operate into Edwards or for FAA certification testing or commercial developmental testing, a copy of the approved DD Form 2401, Civil Aircraft Landing Permit, must be filed with Airfield Management, 412 OSS/OSAM, and the Plans and Programs Office, 412 TW/RMX, prior to the first operating or testing date.





8.5.	Airfield Management will maintain copies of DD Form 2401, for civil aircraft authorized by the AFFTC Commander, or designated representative, to utilize Edwards AFB landing facilities. Approved DD Form 2401 must be carried aboard all aircraft authorized to use Air Force installations.





10.	All agencies, contractors, and associates knowing about an unauthorized landing will report such information to Airfield Management, 412 OSS/OSAM, who will take actions required by AFI 10-1001, Civil Aircraft Landing Permits.





10.2.	Each participating agency will provide 412 OSS/OSAM with the data necessary to show costs incurred because of civil aircraft emergency. Data will include each agency’s cost control number and work order number.





12.	Data about aircraft landing, parking, and storage will be kept monthly, closed out as of the last day of each month, and forwarded to the Airfield Management Office, 412 OSS/OSAM. The Airfield Management Office will ensure all appropriate billing information is supplied to the Financial Services Office, AFFTC/FMFL, through the Budget Office, AFFTC/FMB, IAW AFI 10-1001. The Financial Services Office will be responsible to forward billing to DFAS Operating Location, San Bernardino.
