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AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 20, is supplemented as follows:

20.10.4.  NOTE.  Total line item losses under $1000 will not be reported to the OSI Detachment, Security Police, or the Resource Protection Loss Prevention Working Group, unless research indicates there is probable cause to suspect theft.

20.11.1.4.  When research indicates evidence of personal responsibility, inventory personnel will:
20.11.1.4.1.  (ADDED-AFFTC).  Notify the Customer & Systems Support Flight Manager and the Contract Manager.
20.11.1.4.2.   (ADDED-AFFTC).  Hold all research documentation pending completion of the investigation.
20.11.1.4.3.  (ADDED-AFFTC).  Process the inventory adjustment after the investigation has been completed and all supporting documentation has been obtained.

20.11.1.4.4.   (ADDED-AFFTC).  File the supporting documentation with the M10, Monthly Adjustment Register.

20.12.2.  Before final adjustment is made to item record balance the inventory research worksheet must be approved by the appropriate management level as listed below:

NOTE:  Inventory adjustments, the result of inventory errors, do not require approval beyond the inventory control supervisor provided the error is corrected by a second adjustment using TEX Code E and clearly documented.

20.14.1.  The inventory personnel will maintain inventory trend charts.

20.14.2.2.  Inventory personnel will conduct the semiannual inventory analysis and forward a copy to the Procedures Element.

20.23.5.  The option to use the Daily Cumulative Reject Listing (D818) as a suspense copy is selected.  The D818 is maintained in a separate file in Inventory.  If there are any 469 rejects notify the originating element when the item record is unfrozen.  Delinquent 469 rejects are charged to Inventory until the originator has one full duty day to complete the transaction.

20.26.3.3.  Emergency issues are defined as those having an Urgency of Need Designator (UND) “A” and a delivery priority 1 through 3.

20.27.1.4.  The option to print the Inventory Count Listing (R12) is selected.

20.33.1.   The DOLI option will be processed monthly.

20.33.2.  This DOLI option for items that have a zero balance and no warehouse location will be processed at least monthly.

20.40.3.1.  The originator will notify Inventory of any 290 rejects before the end of the duty day.  Once the balances have been reconciled, inventory personnel will notify the generating activity that all actions are complete.  The generating activity will re-process the original transaction.
