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This AFFTCI supplements and provides guidance on executing the Augmentation Duty Program at AFFTC, Edwards AFB CA, IAW Air Force Pamphlet 10-243, Augmentation Duty. 

1.  PURPOSE OF PROGRAM:  This program assists the AFFTC/CV identifying, validating, approving, and tasking personnel resources to meet installation needs during exercises, mass deployments, or times of war.    Augmentation duty is temporary by definition.  Members should not be outside of their career field for longer than 179 days per calendar year. 

2.  RESPONSIBILITIES:

2.1.  AFFTC/CV chairs the annual Augmentation Review Board.  Augmentation Board will meet to review requirements and approve augmentation support.  All augmentation requests will be validated by AFFTC/XP prior to this meeting. 

2.2. 412 TW/CC and 95 ABW/CC serve as Augmentation Review Board Members. 
2.3.  412 Test Wing Superintendent, 95 Air Base Wing Superintendent, and AFFTC/XP will task organizations within their parent wings/center to identify and provide manning support for augmentation duties.  

2.3.1.    Wings/AFFTC will receive taskings based on the number of enlisted personnel between the ranks of E-1 to E-6 they have assigned.  No organization is exempt.  These fair share percentages will be sent to the Command Post to  be used for augmentation activation via Battle Staff Directive.  A sample Battle Staff Directive is included in     attachment 2.

2.4.  95 MSS/DPM will act as the program monitor.  This position will put out the call for augmentation requirements at the beginning of each fiscal year.  It will ensure all requests are validated, set up the annual Augmentation Review Board, and suspense the wing superintendents and AFFTC/XP for semiannual training updates.

3.  AUGMENTATION CATEGORIES/TRAINING REQUIREMENTS:

3.1.  Security Forces Augmentees:  Must have qualified on M-16 within the past year.  SFS will provide additional training upon activation. This is the only augmentation duty which civilians may not participate.

3.2.  Search and Recovery Augmentees:  Services will provide annual Search and Recovery Training for these duties.  Open to civilians.

 3.3.  Command Post Augmentees:  Primarily administrative support.  The senior command post controller will conduct training upon activation.  Open to civilians with a current security clearance of secret or higher.  

3.4.  Installation Deployment Office (IDO) Augmentees:  Primarily building security.  The IDO will conduct training upon augmentee identification.  Open to civilians. 

4.  ACTIVATION:

 4.1.  Augmentees may only be activated by the Battle Staff or AFFTC/CV.  A Battle Staff Directive will be sent out to all Unit Control Centers outlining unit taskings.  Each Wing Superintendent and AFFTC/XP will activate pre-identified augmentees for duty.

 4.2.  Augmentees will report to supported activations within 60 minutes of activation, if not specified in the Battle Staff Directive.
