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This instruction applies to all ground agencies in support of aircraft operations at Edwards AFB.





SUMMARY OF CHANGES: All coordinates are World Geological Survey 1984 (WGS-84). All changes are identified with bold text. This instruction has been coordinated with SPORT Air Traffic Controllers Organization and the Air Force Government Employees Union. Air Force Instructions (AFI), Manuals, Regulations, and diagrams were researched and updated as required. Throughout this Instruction Base Operations was changed to Airfield Management Operations (AMOps). Organizations and Publications researched and changed where appropriate. Airfield diagram, Munitions Procedures, BAK-12A Procedures, Alternate Control Tower, Unauthorized Aircraft Movement/Hijack Procedures, Hydrazine Procedures, Light Aircraft Alternate Landing Area, Definition of the Edwards Movement Area and Active Runway Selection have been relocated to Air Force Flight Test Center Instruction (AFFTCI) 11-1, Air Operations. Supervisory of Flying Responsibilities is defined in Air Force Material Command Instruction (AFMCI) 11-201. New Chapter created for the Air Force Research Laboratory. Paragraph 1.9 added for AMOps evacuation procedures. Paragraph 2.2 changes the Glideslope Critical Area from 40° to 30°.Paragraph 2.3 further defines notification procedures for DV and MedEvac aircraft. Paragraph 2.4 changes the Fire Communications Center to the Edwards Emergency Response Center. Paragraph 2.7 changes Main Base Runway to Movement Area. Sub-paragraph 2.7.1 added to clarify Airfield Management Operations responsibilities to assist tower with a No Radio (NORDO) vehicle on the Movement Area. Paragraph 2.9 added to generalize the Engine Test/Run-up Procedures citing the 412th Maintenance Group's Maintenance Operating Instruction 21-20, Aircraft Engine Maintenance Run. Paragraph 2.10 added for Airfield Sweeper Support. Paragraph 2.11 changes Unmanned Aerial Vehicle to Remotely Operated Aircraft and defines the Range Safety default hazard areas associated with Main Base and South Base. Paragraph 3.1 correctly identifies the directive for End of Runway Aircraft Safety Inspections. Paragraph 3.2 identifies the reorganization change. Paragraph 3.3 deleted the requirement for T-39 and like aircraft to bypass Last Chance or EOR Inspection. Paragraph 4.1.1.5 restricts the Command Post to receive only capability IAW AFI 13-203. Paragraph 4.1.2 clarifies when the Command Post (CP) will activate the Secondary Crash Phone. Paragraph 4.1.2.13 added Flight Surgeon to the Secondary Crash Phone. Paragraph 4.10.2 eliminated verbiage when notifying other agencies of an Emergency Locator Transmitter (ELT) on emergency frequencies. Paragraph 6.2.2 changes definitions of the Range Safety Officer (RSO). Paragraph 6.3.2.5 redefines area of impact for munitions on the West Range for Mercury Blvd closure. Paragraph 6.3.3.1 defines the area known as South Lakebed. Paragraph 6.3.5.1.4 adds requirement for SPORT to brief Downfall RSO prior to aircraft range entry. Paragraph 6.3.7 clarifies responsibility of the Project Engineer for providing Range Safety with sufficient data to calculate impact footprints. Wording for Attachment 1, Letter of Appointment, modified.
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
