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This document applies to all aircrews and ground support personnel in support of the AFFTC mission.
 
This document is substantially revised and must be completely reviewed.

 At various locations throughout this Instruction the Maintenance Operations Center (MOC), Current Operations, and Center Scheduling were changed to the Resource Operations Center (ROC). All coordinates were changed to World Geodetic System of 1984 and listed as degrees decimal minutes except Atch 3. Life Support/G-Induced Loss of Consciousness (GLOC) is now located to AFI 11-301, Aircrew Life Support (ALS) Program, AFI 11-404,Centrifuge Training for High G Aircrew, and AFI 11-409, High Altitude Airdrop Mission Support Program. The following paragraphs were incorporated into AFI 11-2FT Vol. 3/AFFTC Sup 1, Flight Test Operations Procedures: Briefing Flight Events; Flight Aids; Chase Requirements; Fuel Planning; Briefing;  Flameouts; Maximum Number of Flights; Formation Takeoffs and Landings; Trouble Shooting by Aircrews; Maximum Speed Restriction; Instructor Pilot (IP) Double Duty; Functional Check Flights (FCF); Formation Breakup; USAFTPS FTE/FTN Hands-on-Flying; Intercepts on Targets of Opportunity; Mission Pilot (MP) Touch and Go Airfields; T-38 Hot Weather Procedures; Cross-country Procedures; Maximum Surface Winds for Flying; Bird Aircraft Strike Hazard (BASH) Program; Chapter 11 chase aircraft speed and wake turbulence separation responsibilities, and Briefing Guides. Aircraft Flight Data Record Attachment has been relocated AFI 11-401, AFFTC Supplement 1, Flight Management. Paragraph 1.1.5 clarifies airspace briefing requirements for tanker crews. Changed “command” to “challenge” added “whenever practical” and a statement concerning unmanned flights in paragraph 1.2.2.3. Paragraph 1.4 clarifies the waiver process to this Instruction. Paragraph 1.5 added required annual agenda items for the Airfield Operations Board per Air Force Instruction 13-203. Paragraph 2.2 NOTE identifies the web site where the R-2508 User’s Guide may be downloaded. Paragraph 2.2.4.1 clarifies the 3,000’ vertical and 3,000’ lateral when overflying Parks and Wilderness areas. Paragraph 2.2.4.1 added note showing specific scheduling procedures for Sequoia/Kings Canyon. Paragraph 2.2.4.5 added requirement to schedule higher altitudes in Owens and Saline when required. Paragraph 2.4.3 changed CCF’s pager (no longer used) to their cell phone number. Paragraph 2.9.5 added to emphasis radial maneuvers in order to assist ATC with traffic calls. Paragraph 2.10 located all Refueling Areas and procedures to one location and added requirement for 412OG/CC approval for the modified area. Paragraph 2.10.3.10.2 added the Goldstone Complex overflight restriction and a note for restrictions on the Goffs NAVAID. Paragraph 2.13, Superior Valley Tactical Training Range, has changes for expended ordnance, pop-up deliveries and high angle strafe as coordinated with China Lake. Paragraph 2.14, Trona Controlled Firing Area, added time restrictions and a warning note when using the Echo Bypass. Paragraph 2.16 removed the Mojave Tower frequencies. This information is located within the Airport/Facility Directory for the Southwest US. Paragraph 2.15 reflects name change for the company in Mojave. Relocated paragraph dealing with the National Test Pilot School utilizing the Spins to Paragraph 5.14.4 and coordinated with the NTPS and OG for use of the North Spin as primary and West Spin as the secondary so as not to impact departures.  Added requirement for SPORT to advise tower when the West Spin’s base altitude is 6,000’ so tower may include this information on the ATIS. Paragraph 2.16.2 corrects the height of the Mojave Class D airspace. Chapter 3 brings all Clearance Procedures into one location. Paragraph 3.1 clarifies the Complex clearance and use of the Operations Number for Restricted Area R-2515. Adds paragraph for type clearance helicopters will received when departing Edwards as coordinated with MAG 46 Det B. Sub-paragraph 3.1.4 clarifies when an IFR clearance will be issued within the Complex.  Paragraph 3.2 clarifies VFR on Top clearances. Figure 3-1 added new Ingress/Egress fix FAANG. Paragraph 4.1, Fuel Planning, only defines normal, minimum, divert, and emergency fuel while the remainder was moved to Vol 3 of AFI 11-2FT. Added sub-paragraph defining what minimum fuel means to ATC. Paragraph 4.2 added statement for aircrew to expect delay for taxi when tower must contact CONFORM to verify Operations Number. Paragraph 5.2 added SPORT’s operating hours, frequencies, and delegated airspace. Statement added for radial maneuvers to enhance traffic calls by SPORT.  Paragraph 5.9 (RTB) clarifies information passed by SPORT when RTB and the difference between SPORT being closed and JOSHUA working the airspace. Paragraph 5.10 adds SPORT arrival sequencing procedures. Paragraph 5.11 added for successive instrument approaches. Paragraph 5.12 adds the radar traffic pattern. Paragraph 5.15 adds restriction for non-AFFTC aircraft using the tower flyby. Figure 5-3 and paragraph 5.17 eliminated references to the South Base Ground Speed Calibration Course. Paragraph 5.18.3 changes the protected altitude for the Housing Drop Zone from 500’ to 5,000’ above the highest altitude. Paragraph 5.18.4 correctly identifies the Rosamond DZ to ENAD DZ. Paragraph 5.18.6.5 changes identification of Search One to DZ Controller. Figure 5-5 and paragraph 5.19 identifies the Raptor East and West Areas. Paragraph 5.20 defines the Four Corners ROA Work Area. Paragraph 5.21 relocates the ROA Work Area procedures from Attachment 1. Paragraph 5.22 relocates the ROA Corridor Operations from Attachment 1. Paragraph 5.23 adds Global Hawk Operations. Paragraph 5.25 adds Tow Operations. Figure 5-10 and paragraph 5.28 adds the Airborne Laser Controlled Firing Area and associated procedures. Chapter 6 brings together all items associated with Edwards AFB Class D airspace and Plant 42 and China Lake. All references including figures were corrected to reflect the Runway length and underrun (Rwy 22) which changed with the installation of the new runway lighting system.  Paragraph 6.2 defines the Edwards Movement Area and vehicle lost communications procedures. Paragraph 6.3 defines the Automatic Terminal Information Services. Paragraph 6.4 adds tower’s operating hours and frequencies. Paragraph 6.5 adds NASA G-2 operations to Traffic Priorities. Paragraph 6.9 adds Active Runway Designation procedures. Paragraph 6.12 adds phraseology for takeoff left and holding right side. Paragraph 6.13 adds variable winds requirements. Paragraph 6.15.5 added Opposite Direction phraseology between Tower and SPORT. Paragraph 6.16 adds revised Reduced Same Runway Separation standards. Figure 6-2 identifies all taxiways, field elevations, and hard surface runway lengths and widths.  Paragraph 6.17.6 adds restriction for lakebed runway intersection departures. Paragraph 6.17.11 deletes restriction for the displaced threshold to Lakebed Rwy 23R/23L. Paragraph 6.18 adds intersection departure restriction. Paragraph 6.21 defines standard “go-around’ procedures for Rwy 4/22. Paragraph 6.21.12 defines the north reentry procedures with a new pattern altitude of 4300' MSL. Paragraphs 6-22 thru 6-27 breaks down the Overhead/Straight-in Simulated Flame-out/Low Life over Drag and shuttle approaches into easier to understand sections. Paragraphs 6.28 and 6.29 splits North and South Base operations into individual paragraphs. Paragraph 6.28 revises the North Base Pattern to 2,800' MSL. This has been verified with the TERPS specialist at HQ AFMC. In Paragraph 6.32 deleted traffic pattern information for Plant 42 which is defined in the IFR Enroute Supplement. Also Noise Abatement procedures for Plant 42 were deleted since this information is in the AP/1. Chapter 7 deleted the requirement for weapon separations with the use of instrumentation radar; using SPORT to give timing calls has been deleted. The TPS and other FLTS do not have this in their curriculum. Pilots no longer provide SPORT with airspeed, altitude, release point, and speed. This information is provided by Range Safety. Paragraph 7.2.6 defines Downfall Master Station on the PIRA. Paragraph 7.6 defines Flight Lead Control Operations. Paragraph 7.10 correctly describes the North RADFAG as being a single Omni-reflector. Figure 7-8 added for PB targets on the east/west ranges. Paragraph 8.1.6 added for low level route evaluations which requires annual certification of all low level routes including temporary routes established in conjunction with a flight test program IAW AFI 13-201 and AFMC Sup 1. Figure 8-1 revised to depict the new alignment of the Amber route. Paragraphs 8.2.2.9 added TPS has scheduling priority and in 8.7.8 deleted the restriction 5NM for Mojave Airport. The route is only 2NM either side of centerline and thus 5 miles from the centerline places the aircraft off the low level. Point 0 was deleted after conversations with the USAF TPS. Paragraph 8.3.1 changed to Haystack TFR coordinates. Previous coordinates were based on the run-in line for the Photo and Infrared Resolution Range and have been incorrect since 1988 when first published as the Haystack TFR. Paragraph 8.4.6 added clarification for the National Parks and Wilderness Areas. Paragraph 8.4.9 amended for evaluating BASH for low levels. Paragraph 8.5 amended for SPORT to approve flying a low level backwards, deleted requirement for 15 minutes in trail, added note to emphasis routes are not deconflicted from low level activities within the complex, and added procedures for conflicts with PIRA and AFRL activities. Paragraph 8.5.8 added for the ROC or SPORT (real-time) to notify the AFRL Site Operations Center whenever the Brown route has been scheduled. Paragraph 8.6 Note identifies a new HF converter/repeater site in the Panamint Valley at Keeler Peak. Paragraph 8.7 evaluated all routes for the Inyokern Transition Area, airports, overflight of Parks and Wilderness Areas, other SUA within the complex, and re-evaluated the B1 LL when climbing off VR-1214 and intercepting VR-1205. Nonradar separation for aircraft on the AFFTC Colored routes and the B1LL is not provided within the R2508 Complex or on the AFFTC colored routes. Thus requirements for a north Panamint Lake estimate for the B1LL versus the colored routes is not required. Obstructions within 100' of the floor for each route will be added as obstruction evluations are accomplished on an annual basis. Chapter 9 clarified supersonic operations and boundaries. Paragraph 9.1 provides guidance contained in AFI13-212V1. Paragraph 9.3 adds clarification for supersonic flight within the Alpha Corridor/PIRA Supersonic Corridor. Paragraph 10.3 added lost communications procedures during IMC (coordinated and approved with SPORT and TRACON). Paragraph 10.7 added BAK-12A procedures. Paragraph 10.12 revised Hydrazine procedures as approved and revised Figure 10-2 to reflect the hydrazine locations. Paragraph 10.13, Unsafe Landing Gear Procedures (aircraft specific), was moved to AFI 11-2 FT Vol 3 but procedures which directly affect runway operations remain. Paragraph 10.14 added defining Unauthorized Aircraft Movement/Hijack Procedures. These procedures were removed from AFFTCI 11-2. Paragraph 11.2 added for Space Shuttle Landings time lines for closing the runway. Paragraph 11.3 added additional communities from the R-2508 Users’ Guide to the overflight avoidance areas. Revised inoperative transponder procedures as approved in Paragraph 11.9. Paragraph 11.11. defines alternate control tower procedures. Paragraph 11.12.1.3 added tower Watch Supervisor's discretion in allowing AERO Club aircraft to conduct instrument approaches to Rwy 4/22 during normal duty hours. Paragraph 11.14 added SPORT for determining if airspace may be released to the FAA based upon the AFFTC flight schedule with 412 OG/CC as having the final decision when conflicts arise between test activities. Paragraph 11.15 added Wave Camp location. Figure 11-6 added indicating location of Wave Camp. Paragraph 11.16 added LA Basin flight restrictions. Paragraph 11.17 added restriction when carrying external stores. Chapter 12, Munitions Procedures, were revised by munitions personnel and combines munitions procedures from AFFTCI 11-2 into this document.  Munitions Procedures contained in AFFTCI 11-2 are superceded by this document. Figure 12-1 revised deleting an alternate arm/dearm area on Taxiway Bravo. Added Paragraph 13.14, Avoidance Area, for helicopters in the vicinity of Four Corners. Authorized helicopter pads are Taxiway Alpha, Delta and Tow Lane Hotel which are detailed in Chapter 13. Chapter 14, Overwater and Foreign Missions, was coordinated with U.S. Customs. Chapter 15 defines how ROAs will operate within R-2515. Paragraph A1.3.2 added describing use of the 90-series call sign. Attachment 2 was updated to WGS84 and Porterville (PTV) was changed to Tule (TTE) NAVAID. 
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
