1.5. DATE:  The date the user completed the form.  

1.6. LMR/CELLULAR PHONE #:  Enter the phone number of the device received.  

1.7. LMR/CELLULAR PRIVATE ID #:  Enter the private ID number of the device received.

1.8. PERSONAL DIGITAL ASSISTANT/PAGER SERIAL #:  Enter the serial number of the device received.

2. Part II.   REQUIRED CONSENT TO MONITOR STATEMENTS:  Information to be read by the user.

2.1. AFI STATEMENT:  Information stated from AFI 33-219.  

2.2. ACKNOWLEGEMENT STATEMENT:  User is accepting the responsibilities outlined in AFI 33-219.
3.  Part III.  UNIT TELEPHONE CONTROL OFFICER AUTHORIZATION

3.1. UNIT TCO NAME:  The full name of the TCO for the unit.

3.2. SIGNATURE:  The unit TCO’s signature.  

3.3. DATE:  The date the unit TCO signs the request.
4.  Part IV.  UNIT LAND MOBILE RADIO CUSTODIAN AUTHORIZATION

4.1. UNIT LMR CUSTODIAN NAME:  The full name of the LMR Custodian for the unit.

4.2. SIGNATURE:  The LMR custodian’s signature.  

4.3. DATE:  The date the LMR custodian signs the request.
4.4. TRACKING REPORTING SYSTEM (TRS) ACCOUNT #:  To be assigned by the Base LMR Manager.

5. RESPONSIBILITIES:

5.1. UNIT TCO:  This document must be kept on file until two years after fiscal year in which created IAW AFI
33-219, para. 27.2. and AFMAN 37-139, Table 33-24, Rule 8.  The document does not need to be kept in a locked cabinet.  
5.2.  UNIT LMR CUSTODIAN:  This document must be kept on file until two years after fiscal year in which created IAW AFI 33-219, para. 27.2. and AFMAN 37-139, Table 33-24, Rule 8.   The document does not need to be kept in a locked cabinet. 
5.3.   Base Information Assurance Office/OPR:  Must annually review AFFTC IMT 5927 and AFFTCI 33-33 to ensure all information is accurate.
