CARDIOPULMONARY RESUSCITATION PROGRAM








This instruction defines responsibilities for the Flight Test Center Basic Cardiac Life Support (BCLS) Cardiopulmonary Program. It applies to all AFFTC organizations.

2.  SCOPE





2.1.  This instruction applies to all personnel assigned to the Flight Test Center.





3.  AFFTC BCLS PROGRAM DIRECTOR





3.1.  The 95th Medical Group Commander will appoint an officer to be in charge of training instructors for the units on base. These instructors will be certified through the American Heart Association - Military Training Network, or the American Red Cross. The instructors will be capable of teaching all facets of their respective programs. In larger units, Instructor - Trainers (ITs) may be appointed to train instructors and/or handle the unit program.





4.  WORKCENTER RESPONSIBILITY





4.1.  Unit commander and Division chiefs will assure the following workcenters have personnel on duty who are biennially trained (OSHA guidelines may mandate annual recertification) in cardiopulmonary resuscitation techniques.


4.1.1.  Child Development Centers.


4.1.2.  Health and Fitness Center.


4.1.3.  Unit ergometry test monitors.


4.1.4.  Staff of Club System.


4.1.5.  All Fire Department Personnel (Trained under Red Cross protocols).


4.1.6.  Security Police.


4.1.7.  Chapel personnel.


4.1.8.  All 95th Medical Group personnel and civilians involved in direct patient care.


4.1.9.  Civil Engineers, to include fuel handlers, electrical shop personnel and other staff involved in duties requiring certification.


4.1.10.  Staff of all base pools.


4.1.11.  At least one person per shift in data automation areas.


4.1.12.  All personnel working on high voltage communication systems, including telephone linemen.


4.1.13.  Personnel working in isolated areas.


4.1.14.  Any flightline personnel subject to:


4.1.14.1.  Lakebed response (isolated area)


4.1.14.2  Handling fuels or other hazard materials.


4.1.14.3.  Working with electricity (mock-ups, wiring and component repair).


4.1.15.  Units or sponsoring groups are responsible to have trained ITs personnel present on occasions when large groups of people gather (i.e. Open House, shuttle landings, squadron picnics, etc).





5. .INSTRUCTOR REQUEST





5.1.  Individual units will request instructor training from the 95th Medical Group. The Medical Group will schedule and train unit ITs instructors who, in turn, will train members of their respective units.





6.  EMERGENCY RESPONSE PERSONNEL





6.1.  95th Medical Group personnel, Security Police and the Fire Department will be trained in resuscitation of adults, children and infants (Provider “C” Course). Other departments are subject to the discretion of unit commanders.
